The Ultrasound Expansion Project

For the past 20 year s, by Godbd
our ministry partners, Care Net PRCs have touched thousands of
lives in Prince William and Fauquier counties with the message of
life. By sharing the love of Jesus Christ and providing support to
clients in unplanned pregnancies, giving clients the message of
sexual integrity, and providing healing for those who have
experienced a past abortion, many lives have been saved
physically and for eternity. What a privilege it is to observe the
growth in our outreach!

Abortion is prevalent in Northern Virginia and because of
the strategic location of our three centers, we see clients who are seeking abortion not
only from Prince William and Fauquier Counties, but also from surrounding cities and
counties. In the city of Manassas alone, 1,372 abortions were performed at the local
abortion clinic in 2010. In fact, the number of abortions performed annually in Northern
Virginia is over 8,500 and state-wide is 26,000.

Studies show more than half of women Hh
and the reason given for 93% of abortions is due to personal choice or inconvenience.
Abortion-vulnerable women leave our centers with information and support, but many
are not convinced by information alone to carry their pregnancies forward. Based on
our 2010 statistics, at least 85% of women who have an ultrasound through Care Net
PRCs chose life for their babies!

To help lower the number of abortions in the communities we serve, the board and
staff are convinced that Care Net PRCs must create more access to life-affirming
alternatives by expanding its ultrasound services. We believe God is calling Care Net
PRCs to expand the hours of availability of medical services at the Manassas Center
to at least 25 hours a week. This will require an office move to a larger facility, hiring a
nurse manager, and providing additional training to our growing medical team. The
budget for this project is $160,000 over and above our normal operating budget. We
realize that in order to increase our budget by this amount, over the next two years, we
must rely on Godés grace and sacrificia

Please join us in prayer as we begin to move the Ultrasound Expansion Project
forward. In the coming weeks and months, we will be rolling out a number of
opportunities for you and your church. This project will be described in further detail at
our Annual Banquet on November 4th at the Westfields Marriott in Chantilly. Banquet
