The client, Cynthia (name changed), had a young child whose father had 
abandoned her. She was very scared to possibly find herself in the same 
situation again. She was considering abortion, even though she said she 
didnôt want ñto kill the baby.ò After discussing fetal development, the abortion 
procedures and risks, and our programs and services, her peer counselor 
asked Cynthia if she knew about Jesus and what He had done for her on the 
cross. Cynthia listened eagerly as the peer counselor shared the plan of 
salvation.  Her heart was open and receptive and she prayed to accept Christ 
as her Savior! 

Since Cynthia was not sure if the father of the baby would support her, her 
peer counselor offered her a free ultrasound and encouraged her to bring her 
boyfriend.   She agreed to come back that evening for a scan. It was obvious 
that the Lord was providing His peace because Cynthia was more relaxed 
than she had been earlier that day and said she now planned to carry. When 
the babyôs father saw his child on the screen during the ultrasound, he was 
very excited. 

Cynthia decided to participate in the Ready on Arrival Program where she 
will receive not only education on her pregnancy but also love and support in 
her decision to carry. Her peer counselor looks forward to every session so 
that she can continue to encourage Cynthia to grow in her faith and 
relationship with the Lord.
